Lizzy lives in Silver Spring and works as a Service Coordinator in 
Prince George’s County for the Maryland Medicaid Home and Community Based Ser-
vices Waiver for Children with Autism. Lizzy is also Co-Facilitator and Vice President of 
Maryland Trans*Unity, a volunteer peer-led support group for transgender and nonbina-
ry adults in Montgomery and Prince George’s Counties. 

Between summer 2022 and spring 2024, she took Spanish credit classes as well as Ex-
cel classes in the Workforce Development and Continuing Education program at Mont-
gomery College in response to an increase in her Spanish-speaking caseload. She was 
featured in one of the You Belong Here campaign videos that aired in fall 2023.
